 Judges will be in and around the entries in the staging 

areas as well as along the parade route. 

 Awards will be presented at 1 p.m. Saturday, February 

28, 2015 on the Main Stage in downtown Eustis. 

 Please make sure the number you receive is displayed 

CLEARLY on the right front of your first vehicle so 

judges can identify you! 

 To meet our insurance requirements, WE MUST HAVE 

PROOF OF INSURANCE FOR ALL VEHICLES AND 

DRIVERS. Please send this information with your 

applications no later than one week prior to the parade.  

 All entries must reflect a patriotic theme – points are 

awarded to those that decorate in the theme of the year 

“From Sea to Shining Sea.” 

 All motorized entries must be decorated, even if you are 

just driving a car or truck – it MUST be decorated. 

 Animal entries MUST have a clean up crew. 

 All floats will be judged during the parade. 

 There will be NO stopping during the parade except for 

emergencies. 

 Please bring your parade number with you, NO 

numbers will be given out the morning of the parade. 

 Consider having 2,000 or more pieces of candy or 

promotion items to toss but do not throw any items 

until you have begun the official parade route.  

 We encourage you to play music from your float & 

vehicle, keeping the sound level reasonable and playing 

with patriotic or music themed to your float. 

 Pace cars will keep the parade at an appropriate pace. 

Distance yourself from walkers allowing at least 20 feet. 

 Participants must carry on a continuous forward motion 

throughout the parade.
